LDCs are able to submit up to two motions and are encouraged to take care when choosing topics and when wording motions. Repetitive motions, which merely re-state policy, will be grouped together under each subject area and voted upon but not debated.  

Motions should be unambiguous and make a clear point or specific call for action. If you would like to refer to motions submitted at past Conferences, a list can be obtained from the BDA Policy Directorate.

Motions, which are not worded and printed, clearly will be referred back to the LDC for clarification, as they must be presented at Conference exactly as submitted. Taking care to print motions clearly, paying attention to spelling and punctuation, will make this process run more smoothly and to a tight timetable. Please ensure that all motions are submitted as soon as possible, and no later than FRIDAY 20 APRIL 2007 so that a full list of motions can be distributed to LDCs during the week commencing 7 May.
